CONSERVATION OF ENERGY

“MOUSETRAP RACER”
Cutting:

· get 3 pieces of square “jinx wood”

· measure and then cut the following pieces from the 3 pieces of “jinx wood”:

· 2 pieces 30cm. long – label these pieces A
· 3 pieces 8cm. long – label these pieces B
· 4 pieces cut on a 45 degree angle at each end (see diagram) – label these pieces C
Be accurate with you measuring and cutting - the two A pieces must all be exactly the same - the three B pieces must all be the same and the four C pieces must all be the same.

Collect:

· 2 straws

Glue:  

Use a hot glue gun to fasten:

-  pieces A, B & C together as shown in the layout diagram on Pg. 2
· (Be sure that all of the pieces are glued exactly as shown and that you use enough glue to hold the pieces together)
Helpful Hints

- it is a good idea to glue all of the A & B pieces first and then glue the C pieces and the straws in place

- put extra glue on the straws to make sure that they stay in place
Assembly

Collect the following pieces:

-    1 mousetrap

-    2 dowels (round pieces of wood)
-    2 C.D’s

-    1 “pacman”

-    2 small wheels

· 2 medium or 2 large wheels

· 1 piece of string cut to about 40 cm.

Cut:
· the dowels so that you have 2 pieces that are about 18 cm. long (you  can measure the dowels or use the diagram on Pg. 2
Glue:
- the 2 C.D.’s onto the 2 small wheels – make sure that the holes in the wheels 
are at the centre of the holes in the C.D.’s
