Lesson Preparation Procedures
Begin by referring the following appendices;

· Appendix A: ”Lesson Planning Outline Haircutting and Thinning shears 
· AppendixA1: “Haircutting Resource Booklet”
· Appendix B: “Haircutting Safety Test”
· Appendix C: “Safety Passport”
The teacher should have multiple copies of the “Haircutting Resource Booklet” available for student reference. While doing photocopies, the teacher may choose to also make additional copies of the safety test and safety passports. 
The following tools and supplies will need to be arranged as you work through each lesson:

· Haircutting shears, thinning shears, haircutting combs, electric clippers, clipper guards, trimmers
· Disinfectant, towels, disposable gloves
· Band aids 

Step by Step: Performing the Lesson

The following lesson has been designed to prepare students to know and understand how to safely use electric clippers and trimmers along with use of guards. The lesson has been written to be used along with the fully prepared Haircutting Resource Booklet. Each page reference provides the details required for teaching this lesson. 
This activity may take 1 to 2 classes to complete depending on skill level/experience.

Disinfecting Clippers, Trimmers and Guards

· Teacher will demonstrate the process

Activities:
Small group activity 1: Handling clippers and trimmers and guards
· Teacher will supervise and observe students throughout the activity.

· Size of groups will be dependent on tool available.

· Students will be provided with clippers, trimmers and guards. 

· Each student within their group will experiment handling each tool, putting on guards and turning on the power to feel the effect of the tool vibrating.
NOTE: clippers are not to be directed towards anyone’s head as no one wants a surprise haircut!
Small group activity 2: Disinfecting clippers, trimmers and guards
· Teacher will supervise and observe students throughout the activity.

· Size of groups will be dependent on tool available.

· Students will be provided with clippers, trimmers and guards. 

· Members within the group will delegate the tasks of disinfection the clippers, disinfecting trimmers and disinfecting guards following the procedure on page 2 in the haircutting resource booklet. 

The teacher will record student progress upon completion each activity. 
Emergencies
Before procedure, ensure students understand potential hazards and their mitigation.

Ensure all PPE is in place, eye and ear protection 

Students must be trained to be aware of potential hazards, how to deal with emergencies, locations of safety equipment such as fire extinguishers, first aid kits and safety exits. Teachers must ensure safety equipment is up to date and ready. 

Any injury, no matter how seemingly insignificant, must be reported to the instructor. Instructors must make reports as per Board and OSBIE requirements. 

If any event occurs that causes:

Cuts/Scratches/Slicing (see also page 3 in the Haircutting Resource Booklet).

1. Student must stop operation, tell students close by to watch over equipment, tell instructor, then proceed to wash out the cut/scrape. Disinfectant and bandages should be brought in from the first aid kit and cut dressed. 

2. Inspect and assess the reason for the cut and inspect the tools and work pieces involved. Clean any blood, skin in the area with disinfectant. Instructors must approve of continuing operation and warn all students about the incident and instruct how to avoid future events.

3. Any injuries must be reported as per Board and OSBIE requirements.
Burns

1. Burns must be treated right away, with water or preferably burn cream. Cover wound and if warranted, bring student to administration. 
2. Inspect and assess the reason for the burn, inspect the tools and work pieces involved. Instructors must approve of continuing operation and warn all students about the incident and instruct how to avoid future events.

3. Any injury must be reported as per Board and OSBIE requirements.

Electrical Shock

1. Students must be trained to notice signs of electrical shock. Person undergoing shock must not be touched until power removed remotely. 
2. Clear the area; shut off power at fuse panel or e-stop. Unplug equipment only when power is off.

3. Get someone to notify administration immediately.

4. If shock is severe or prolonged:

a. Begin CPR if the person shows no signs of circulation, such as breathing, coughing or movement.

b. Keep person warm.

5. Cover any burned areas with a sterile gauze bandage.
6. Leave scene as is for inspectors. 

7. Any injury must be reported as per Board and OSBIE requirements.
Cleanup Procedures

· Students will put away all tools and supplies before leaving the classroom
· Workspace is to be wiped down with an approved disinfectant at the end of class

· All colour bowls and brushes are to be rinsed immediately after use

	Haircutting: Clippers and Trimmers Safety PASSPORT

	General Conditions

Students must be trained to safely use and maintain salon haircutting tools and/or implements. This includes the following:

· Clippers (including guards)
· Trimmers
· Disinfectant specific to the cleaning and disinfection of these tools
 The student must demonstrate to the teacher that they understand the procedures for safe use of each tool in order to perform a haircut (live model or mannequin) with that specific tool.

	Personal Protective Equipment
· Smock (optional)

· Non-slip enclosed Shoes 

· Goggles, gloves, apron (when disinfecting tools)

	Possible Risk Factor
· Accidental cuts to fingers

· Back strain due to improper posture and body positioning
