m prioritize shots for when you're
running out of time (easier to
see what you MUST have...
before what would be NICE to
have)

m determine framing for the object
(MS medium shot vs CU close
up or WS wide shot)

m see flow and transitions you
might need

m Prove your planning steps

m Make It easier to explain to your
team, what's needed
