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THE BUILD CHALLENGE

CHALLENGE #1: THE NATIVE BEE SHELTER CONSTRUCTION
Now that you have designed your native bee shelters, choose one (or perhaps a few if the budget and/or your space allows) design that will be your prototype to build. This may be an overall best exemplar by one student or a collective hybrid that includes different student ideas combined into one prototype. Build the structure to scale using appropriate tools and following all safety standards set out by your teacher. Upon completion, place the bee shelter into its permanent garden setting.

Criteria:  
· must be fully functional to attract variety of native bee species and withstand the outdoor elements
· must be a quality finished product, well built and properly fastened 
· must be placed in the native plant garden in Challenge #2


CHALLENGE #2: THE NATIVE PLANT GARDEN INSTALLATION
Now that you have designed your native plant gardens, choose one design that will be your prototype to build. This may be an overall best exemplar by one student or a collective hybrid that includes different student ideas combined into one prototype. Build the garden to scale using appropriate tools and following all safety standards set out by your teacher. Upon completion, place the bee shelter into its permanent garden setting.

Criteria:  
· must be fully functional containing native plant species to attract a variety of native bees throughout multiple seasons
· must be a quality finished product, well built and properly watered and mulched
· must be placed in the appropriate approved location
· all plants should be labelled in with common and botanical names for easy identification
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
