Brake line flaring 

Now that you understand how brake hydraulics work and you know the importance of a sealed system, you will now create your first brake line.
Step 1.		Cut a piece of 3/16 brake line 6, 3/8” long
Step 2.		Using the reamer, clean both sides of the brake line openings.
Step 3.		Using the flaring tool, first create a bubble flare on one end of your line
Step 4.		Using the flaring tool, create a double flare on the other end of your line
Step 6.	Using a tube bending tool of your choice, bend a 180 degree bend in the center of your brake line.
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
