	As a result of this lesson/unit students will……….

	Understand (big ideas, principles, generalizations, learning goals and success criteria)
Learning Goals:  We are learning how to add emotion to the way we write and read our scripts into the computer and to give more ‘power’ to the effect of the sounds are listeners hear.
Success Criteria:  We’ll know we’ve learned when we see the reaction our target audience has when they hear our recorded script/production.
